About the Class – This is a yearlong course that will combine interconnected topics in social studies: geography, history, economics, politics, the environment, art, literature and music.  All topics covered will be taught from your text and supplemental material. The goal of the course is to provide each student with strong content knowledge in preparation for the Advanced Placement test. Make it your priority to be prepared for class, participate, and earn a top score on the Advanced Placement test. Be sure to limit your absences. Attending class is very important!

13.  During testing time, do not talk aloud, keep your eyes on your own paper and 

     bring extra educational material in case you finish your test early.

14.  Remain in your seat until you are dismissed by the teacher. Class does not  

      always end when the bell rings!

15. Academic Integrity- any incident of cheating or plagiarism will be addressed directly with the  

      Student, a discipline referral will be made, and the student’s parents will be contacted. 
Additional Information –
Test Grades – In addition to standard classroom conducted tests, projects may be assigned as a test grade. 

Make-up Work – Upon returning from an absence, students are required to submit a parent’s note explaining their absence in order to make up missed work.  A parent’s note must be received within 2 days.  You will have the same amount of days you were absent to complete and hand in work.  It is your responsibility to get all assignments missed upon return!

Teacher Availability -  I will be available every Monday after school.  I will be available most other days after school, but you must see me for an appointment.  Please come see me if you have any questions or problems!
Regular Assignments –Students should expect homework on a daily basis, however the type of assignment, length, and duration may change to fit the specific needs of the class or topics being covered. It is my goal to allow for creativity, spontaneity, and student input.

· If you are absent the day of a test or quiz, you will make it up the day you return!

Supplies: 

Each student is required to have a three ring binder to facilitate the organization of handouts and various materials. Students are expected to come prepared for class on a daily basis. Daily preparation includes: pen & pencil, binder/notebook, textbook, charged tablet, and other class materials.
