Welcome to Foundations of Art!!!

Foundations of Art is designed to offer the student frequent opportunities to work with many art mediums.  The course will include sketching, composition, 2D and 3D design, drawing, printmaking, painting, and art appreciation.  Exposure to various art mediums will enable the student to develop an understanding of the fundamentals of art, to develop basic skills in art, to understand the visual language of art, and to appreciate and understand how art history has played a major role in the development of art styles. 
Materials recommended for class: Please bring with you every day an open mind, a sketch book for drawing and brainstorming and a folder to keep  assignment sheets in.
Course Expectations
· You are required to complete all class work and homework by the assigned deadline.

· Be sure to use class time wisely to complete assignments. Homework or staying afterschool will be required if class time is not effectively used.

· Putting projects away in the designated area is your responsibility, if this is not done it may result in loss or damage to the project.
· Come to class every day! When you are absent it is your responsibility to see the teacher about any work that you may have missed.

· Tests/Quizzes are given upon the completion of a unit or project. The unit is generally the length of the experience of skill a skill or project. Since some units are longer than others the amount of tests or quizzes may vary.
· Research is an important part of the learning process. A research project is given in this class and will count as several grades.
· Extra help is given every day except Friday, and the third Wednesday of the month, this is reserved for faculty meetings

Grading Criteria

The quality of your work is usually demonstrative of your time and commitment to your project. I expect details and well-developed ideas to be visible. 

Consider the following regarding  grading criteria when working on all projects: 

Creativity – Do you have an original design? Is problem-solving evident? 

Technique – Do you maintain excellent craftsmanship in execution of the problem? 

Work Habits – Do you use time wisely and respect the work time of others? Do you help to keep the classroom and tools clean? Do you apply yourself and keep a good attitude? Do you turn work in completed as directed, and on time? 

CLASS RULES:/REQUIREMENTS/EXPECTATIONS: 
· Be in your seat prepared to work every day!
· You will be required to be present for class, participate in class discussions and critiques, and make efficient use of class time. I expect you to complete all assignments, homework, and class projects.

· We will work the entire class period.
· Respect for your teachers, a guest speaker, a substitute teacher, and your fellow classmates is expected and required, and you will receive respect in return.
