Course description:

Elementary French 1 is a 10 week introduction to the basics of French language and culture.  The course focuses on the development of oral and written communication skills.  Students will learn elementary grammatical structures and seek insight into many elements of the French culture.  They will develop and perfect skills through discussion, simple readings and informal presentations.  Time will be spent working as a class, in groups and individually.  Students will be presented with situations typical to traveling and living in Francophone countries.  Through these assessments, they will develop skills for dealing with linguistic challenges creatively and effectively.  Additionally they will acquire a basic understanding of the structure of the language and apply this through interpretation and various prompts. 

Class materials: To be brought to class EVERYDAY!

· A blue/black pen or pencil
· Paper!

· Charged tablet
· Folder or 3-ring binder in which you can keep the following things:
1. Do Now exercises (warm up exercises) 
2. Notes and Classwork
3. Vocabulary lists
Grading:

· Assignments: Any homework given or projects assigned will be listed on Canvas by 4:00 PM. Assigned homework will be checked at the beginning of the period. There will be various collected homework assignments per marking period. These collected assignments may or may not be announced.

· Homework must be ON TIME for full credit.  Assignments turned in one day late will only count for partial credit at 70%.  After one day late the grade will remain a zero.

· Classwork: Upon entering class, complete the “Faites Maintenant”. There will always be a short assignment (Do Now) to complete upon arrival.  Failure to complete this assignment will result in loss of points in your classwork grade. 

· Participation: You will receive a 15 point participation grade for the Marking Period. This grade is based on your effort in class and your preparedness for class throughout the marking period. Points will be deducted when you are unprepared for class.

· Assessments (Tests/Quizzes/Presentations): These can be written or oral. These assessments will be a cumulative review of the material presented in class. You will be assessed in the following categories (for example): 

· Interpretive mode: Reading a short story or listening to a song and predicting what the singer’s intentions were while writing the song. 
· Interpersonal mode: Having a conversation in French or writing a simple email back and forth with a friend. “Two-way” communication.
· Presentational mode: Presenting a cultural based piece or ad for a target audience.
· E-mailed work: In the event that you need to email me work, please use your school account, not your personal email account. If you are unable to print or access an assignment you must email Madame Virok the night before!

Cheating: 

· Is UNACCEPTABLE on any type of assignment or assessment.

· In the event that cheating is discovered, a grade of zero will be given to all parties involved and the administration will be contacting regarding the incident.

Use of online dictionaries/translators:

Online translators are not permitted! Google Translate is NOT your friend! This will result in a zero for the assignment. You may use www.wordreference.com as a reference for an online dictionary if you do not have a French dictionary at home. 
Tardiness:

If you are late to class please do not disrupt the class.  If you have a pass, place it on my desk. If you are unexcused, you should be prepared to stay with the teacher for a ten-minute teacher detention later that week or early the next week. 

Missed work:

· It is your responsibility to find out what you missed when you were absent; this includes checking your grades online through Genesis and checking for missed assignments. If you have a question about missed work please ask me before class begins or at the end of class, not during class! Remember, the homework is posted on my website!
· Missed work not made up in a timely fashion will become a zero. You will have twice the number of days that you were absent to make up missed assignments.  In most cases you will have one week to make up a test or quiz. A zero will be put in the gradebook until the text/quiz/assignment has been made up.

Cell Phone Policy: 

Cell phones NOT TO BE OUT during class. Any audio/video recording without my permission will be subject to the consequences in the Manasquan BOE policy #5516.

Tablets

· Bring your charged tablet to class every day.

· Tablets are to be used only as instructed by the teacher.

8. Speak French as often as possible! Don’t be afraid to make a mistake…everyone in the class is learning! You will be evaluated on your speaking skills through participation and daily activities.

**Learning a world language requires practice and active listening. I encourage all students to speak as much French as possible. Take risks and participate as much as possible!
