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Grading


1) Homework: Daily homework postings will be listed on Canvas by 4:00 pm. All assigned homework will be checked at the beginning of the period. There will be various collected homework assignments per marking period. Note that these collected assignments may or may not be announced. Homework must be completed ON TIME for full credit. Late or incomplete homework will usually not be accepted.


2) Classwork: Upon entering class, complete the “Faites Maintenant”. There will always be a short assignment (Do Now), to complete upon arrival. Failure to do so will result in the loss of points in your participation grade. 


3) Participation: Your participation and preparedness in this class is very important!  The more you try to speak French the more you will learn! Every marking period you will receive a 15 points participation grade based on your participation in and your preparedness for class throughout the marking period. Points will be deducted from this grade when you are not prepared for class and/or do not participate in class. This preparedness for class includes bringing all necessary material to class every day.








4) Spontaneous and Written Skits and Scenarios: Role-play scenarios performed in class. 


5) Summative Assessments (Exams, quizzes, presentations, compositions): These can be written or oral. These assessments will be a cumulative review of the material presented in class. You will be assessed in the following categories (for example):


Interpretive mode: Reading a short passage and summarizing the main points or listening to a song and predicting what the singer’s intentions were while writing it.


Interpersonal mode: Having a conversation in French or writing emails back and forth to a friend. “Two-way” communication.


Presentational mode: Giving a speech in French or presenting a cultural based piece or ad for a target audience.
