“The benefits to the 
kids and families after 
is what motivates us 

to make it the best it can be,” 
she added.

“It’s so ex-
citing and en-
couraging know-
ing the outcome 
of the money we 
will raise for the 
kids, even though 

it’s a lot of work inside and out-
side of school,” she said. 

Maestra, who has been 
very involved in the planning of 
Squan-A-Thon this year com-
mented on what she is excited 
for. “I’m so happy that Squan-
A-Thon is back in the way it’s 
meant to be and the enthusiasm 
everyone had for the event,” she 
said. “I love how much dedica-
tion and enthusiasm the danc-
ers and committee have and I 
love that it’s local so all the mon-
ey we make goes back into the 
community,” she added.

 This upcoming week the 
NJ mask mandate will be lift-
ed… and excitement is in the 
air for students and teachers 
at Manasquan High school!
 Gov. Murphy announced 
that masks will not be required 
for schools starting on Mon-
day, March 7, 2022. He also 
said that although they aren’t 
required, people should still 
take proper requirement, and 
wear a mask if desired.
 According to NJ.com, 
officials mentioned that it is 
important to prevent possible 
bullying if a student wishes to 
wear a mask. The goal is to 
not let any child feel put down 
or different for wearing a face 
mask. 
Following the governor’s an-
nouncement, an email sent 
out by MHS superintendant 
Dr. Kaysan explained the new 
policies our school will be tak-

ing.Facemasks will be optional 
for students. If a student tests 
positive for COVID-19, they 
will continue to quarantine for 
5 days (as presently).  
 However, when the 
school contact traces, any  
close contacts will no longer  
be required to quarantine.  In-
stead, parents may quarantine 
their child if they choose, but 
it’s not required. with other stu-
dents, 
 School nurses will follow 
original protocols and continue 
to evaluate students who show 
symptoms of illness. The MHS 
cafeterias will also be return-
ing to normal seating. 
 Students and staff have 

been required to wear face-
masks in school since Sep-
tember 2020, after a 4-month 
quarantine lockdown. If all 
goes well, this will be the first 
time since the start of the pan-
demic that NJ districts will be 
permitted to allow students 
and teachers to stop wearing 
masks! 
 Many students are ex-
cited about the mask lift along 
with all the new changes in 
school. Students have had 
difficulty adjusting to these 
new rules ever since the start 
of the pandemic. 
 MHS Phys Ed. teacher 
B. Lee said that he is mostly 
excited for the students over-
all.The virus has greatly af-
fected many peoples’ every-
day lives within the past two 
years. It is very exciting that 
the world is slowly and safely 
coming closer to normalcy.

With	a	touch	of	fantasy	and	movie-fanaticism,	
The Summer My Grandmother’s Yard Tried to Kill Me is a fun read and 
a	work	of	art.	Untraditionally,	Pete,	the	main	character,	is	autistic.	
	 When	asked	what	 inspired	him	to	chose	to	create	Pete	as	an	
autistic	 young	boy,	Mr.	Harvey	 said	 “The	main	 character,	 Pete,	was	
inspired	by	a	group	of	autistic	kids	who	would	always	come	to	film	
club.”	This	was	one	of	the	“couple	of	things”	that	stirred	the	idea	for	
his	book.	He	also	mentioned	that	he	“read	an	article	about	a	mile	a	minute	vine”	describing	an	invasive	spe-
cies	slowly	encapsulating	the	native	vegetation	it	crosses	paths	with.	“I	also	hate	weeding,”	he	says.	
	 Mr.	Harvey	said,	“I	would	like	the	reader	to	have	more	sympathy	for	someone	with	ASD.	.	.and	good	
movies.”	
 On August 24th,2021,	Mr.	Harvey’s	hard	work	of	three	years	was	finally	on	sale.	He	had	a	book	launch	at	
Book	Town,	and	within	the	first	half	an	hour	The Summer My Grandmother’s Yard Tried to Kill Me,	more	than	
80	books	were	sold,	according	to	Mr.	Harvey.

	 	 Not	only	is	Mr.	Harvey	an	English	teacher	of	multiple	English	
levels	 but	 he	 also	 encourages	 students	 to	 enroll	 in	 his	 film,	 acting,	
writing,	and	screenwriting	half	year	courses.	Each	class	is	entertaining	
and	unique,	but	not	just	because	of	the	topic.	Mr.	Harvey	has	a	teach-
ing	style	that	keeps	you	engaged	and	engulfed	in	the	lesson	leaving	
you	excited	for	tomorrow’s	class.
	 	 Just	like	in	his	book,	students	also	get	to	experience	Mr.	Har-
vey’s	creative	and	comedic	side	 in	his	classes.

 After a very successful sea-
son so far and 16-3 record,  the 
Manasquan boys basketball team 
reached the semifinals of the Shore 
Conference Tournament, where 
they faced off against #1 ranked 
Red Bank Catholic.  As the #5 seed, 
the Warriors dominated their first 
three opponents, Pinelands Re-
gional, Ranney, and Donovan Cath-
olic.  But against the Caseys,  the 
Warriors would be the underdogs.

 But it didn’t.  The War-
riors played a great game, rac-
ing out to a first half lead and 
surviving RBC’s second half come-
back.
