1. Qualifications for application:

a. The applicant must reside in Spring Lake Heights and provide proof of 
residency;

b. The applicant must have attended and graduated from the Spring Lake Heights 
Elementary School;

c. The applicant must demonstrate a positive example of volunteerism through 
community service.

2. Provide the following information:

a. Present residence (address and home telephone number);

b. List all volunteer activities and include a log sheet of your hours,

signed by an authorized representative of the organization;

c. Submit a copy of your transcript for the Freshman, Sophomore, Junior, and first 
half of the Senior year;

d. Provide a copy of a documented acceptance letter from a 2 or 4 year college, or 
a post secondary training school, from the Guidance Department of the high 
school you are attending.

3. Please submit a written letter to the committee:

In approximately 250 words, explain the importance of volunteerism in your community. 
Explain how and why this is important to yourself and the community. Discuss what you 
think is the single most important item that has caused you to volunteer.

4. Deadline for submission of the application is June 1, 2025
Any application postmarked after that date will not be considered.
