	 The Academy of Health Careers proudly host-
ed their 10th annual blood drive on May 1st in the MHS 
gym. The event, spearheaded by Mrs. Kozic, is lead 
by the Dynamics of Health Care class and through 
the American Red Cross, who uses the blood for any 
accidents that happen in the state of New Jersey. 
	 A total of eighty-one people signed up to do-
nate, and overall, 53 units were collected (for various 
reasons, some people are not allowed to donate).  
To put that into perspective, each pint of blood col-
lected can save 
three lives, so 
potentially, Mrs. 
Kozic pointed 
out, 159 lives 
could be saved 
from the Acade-
my of Health Ca-
reer’s effort.
	 Mrs. Kozic 
also praised her students who led the blood drive.  “I 
am always amazed at how they run the entire day 
by themselves.  They run the sign in and sign out, 
help the donors from the donating tables to the rest-
ing area and tend to their wellbeing until the donors 
leave.”  
	 Kozic explained that this is an essential time 
to be hosting a blood drive since “right now we are at 
an all time low for blood banks and heading into the 
summer, which is their busiest season.”
	 Not only was Mrs. Kozic impressed with the 
Academy members, but the American Red Cross 
workers who collected the blood,were as well.  
	 “This was our 11th blood drive, and our first 
with the American Red Cross; they were very com-
plimentary on how our students conducted them-
selves throughout the blood drive. They were 

amazed at their maturity and respectfulness,” Mrs. 
Kozic said. 
	 The Red Cross awarded a $250 scholarship 
to an Academy of Health Careers graduating senior, 
for their effort.
	 Manasquan has had great success over the 
past 10 years hosting the event with the Central Jer-
sey Blood Bank.  In 2017, the blood drive collected 
76 pints of blood, and while this year was less, it was 
still a successful year.

He fought three tours of duty, 
two in Iraq and one in Afghan-
istan, where he unfortunately 
lost his life fighting terrorists.  
Throughout his time at MHS 
Ron was known for his good 
attitude and overall charisma 
by all his classmates and even 
his teachers whom shared 

a certain affection for him as 
well. 

Mr. Mawn, an English 
and Journalism teacher at MHS, 

had Ron for his Journalism class 
and had a close relationship with 
Ron. “Ron was always a great kid, 
a bit rough around the edges, but 
still a great kid,” Mr. Mawn stated, 
“He always had so much energy 
and creativity, he was the kind of 
kid you’d want to be around.” 

After Ron graduated, he 
did what he said he was going to 
do and joined the Rangers, serving 
faithfully until April, 2010 when he 

unfortunately gave the ultimate sacrifice. Ron 
gave up his life to save the lives of 5 Rangers, 
5 Afghan soldiers, and 19 Afghani women and 
children, and was then awarded the Silver 
Star, the 3rd highest honor in the military, for 
his heroism in combat.
	 Improv For Ron was started when the 
Brick VFW came to MHS and offered to help 
pay for a scholarship in Ron’s name. Our prin-
cipal, Mr. Coppola, thought it best to let Mr. 
Mawn and Mr. Harvey decide how to han-
dle the scholarship, being how they were so 
close to Ron even after he graduated. “We 

decided to go with the improv 

show, Ron had actually been 
in Mr. Harvey’s Intro class and 
we thought it would be an ap-
propriate setting,” Mr. Mawn 
explained “Ron was good at so 
many things, but we felt that 
improv was perfect because it 
really showed off his more ar-
tistic side.”

 Protests ensue over restrictive new abor-
tion bans.

On Tuesday, May 13th Alabama’s 
Senate passed a controversial bill that 
calls for an almost complete ban on 
abortion, making it almost impossi-
ble for women to obtain access to an 
abortion in the state of Alabama, even 
if their pregnancy was a result of rape 
or incest. 

The new law is said to be enacted in 
six months. Upon being enforced the 
law will carry stiff penalties for those 
caught violating it. For example, doc-
tors could face up to 99 years in pris-
on for performing an abortion in the 
state. 

The public reaction to Alabama’s 
new law has been explosive, with 
many  claiming they are disgusted and 
angered by the new law and feel it vi-
olates Roe v. Wade, a landmark deci-
sion made by the U.S. Supreme Court 
in 1973, in which the Court ruled that 
the U.S. Constitution provides (under 
the 14th amendment) a fundamental 
right to privacy that protects a preg-
nant woman's liberty to choose wheth-
er or not to have an abortion.

Moreover, many are convinced 
that Alabama’s Senate passed the law 
to cause a stir that could potentially 
result in Roe V. Wade being reviewed 
and possibly overturned. While some 
don’t believe the case is in danger of 
being revoked, others are not con-
vinced. Those who fear the case be-
ing overturned think Roe V. Wade is 
in serious danger since the current 
Supreme Court is more conservative, 
with the recent additions of Supreme 

Justices Neil Gorsuch and Brent Kava-
naugh, which may potentially result in 
an overturn. 

But, the likelihood of Roe V. Wade 
being repealed may not be as easy as 
some people believe, even with more 
conservative justices. In order for Roe 
V. Wade to be rescinded, a majority of 
justices would  have to rule that the in-
terpretation of the law  set forth in Roe 
was incorrect and they’d have to offer 
a new interpretation of the Constitu-
tion and issue a new opinion. This is 
difficult since Roe is such a controver-
sial case (with many citizens divided 
on how they feel about it), the court 
is well aware of the stigma that sur-
rounds the case and may not want to 
take it. Even if the court did hear Roe 
again the chances of a complete repeal 
would be improbable; it’s more likely 
the court would make changes to the 
case, rather than revoke it entirely.

  However, even the thoughtof hy-
pothetical changes to Roe. V Wade 
causes panic amongst many Ameri-
cans. But why? Why are so many peo-
ple concerned about Alabama and 
changes that may or may not happen? 
The answer to that is rather simple and 
here’s why: a complete repeal or even 
a revision to Roe  is oppressive and 
threatens a woman's right to person-
al freedom. It goes beyond more than 
just the right to an abortion: it’s about 
ensuring that women are able to main-
tain their personal liberties without 
the fear of having those freedoms tak-
en away or limited; and the threat of 

having personal rights revoked is not 
something the public wants to submit 
to. Since the Alabama ban was made 
public, a number of groups and in-
dividuals have spoken out against it. 
Even government officials such as Al-
exandria Ocasio-Cortez , New York's 
14th congressional district represen-
tative, have publicly criticized the new 
ban saying: “Abortion bans aren't just 
about controlling women's bodies. 
They're about controlling women's 
sexuality [and] owning women.” 

The overwhelming opposition from 
the public, powerful individuals, and 
organizations have made it clear that 
not many support Alabama’s ban and 
those who are anti-ban are willing to 
fight the ban not only to guarantee that 
abortion is more accessible but to en-
sure that women's rights are protected.  

Alabama’s New Law Causes Controversy

	 Samantha Josephson, 21, 
called an Uber around 2 a.m. Friday 
in Columbia, and was last seen get-
ting into a black Chevy Impala, said 
Columbia Police Chief W.H. Holbrook. 
Turkey hunters found her body 14 
hours later in the field in Clarendon 
County, about 90 miles away. 
	 Josephson’s body had nu-
merous wounds, including on her 
head, neck, face, upper body, leg and 

foot, according to arrest warrants for 
suspect Nathaniel David Rowland.
	 Surveillance video of Jo-
sephson outside a bar shows her 
standing by herself on a curb on the 

morning she disap-
peared. She takes 

several steps to-
ward a black vehi-
cle that pulls up to 
a parking spot. She 
reaches for the door 
handle of the vehicle 
as it slows down and 
gets inside, the video 
shows.
	 Early Satur-
day, police arrested 
Rowland, 24, in Co-
lumbia after an of-
ficer saw him driv-
ing an Impala that 

matched the description of the 
vehicle seen in surveillance video. 
Police found Josephson’s blood in 
the car’s passenger side and trunk, 
authorities said. Her cell phone 
was found in the passenger com-
partment, police said.	
	 Investigators found a con-
tainer of liquid bleach, germicidal 
wipes and window cleaner in the 
car, Holbrook said.
	 Rowland was listed as be-
ing held in jail in Columbia. Arrest 
warrants listed his home as New 
Zion, an unincorporated commu-
nity in Clarendon County.

	 People around the country have 
stopped vaccinating their children. They 
fear it will cause autism among other 
things. But what are the consequences? It 
is not just the health of the anti-vaccina-
tor’s own child, but the health of everyone else 
as well. 
	 The number of measles outbreaks in the 
United States has been on the rise, continu-
ing to increase every day. It was eradicated in 
2000, but since then there has been 764 cases 
across 23 states – 60 of them being within the 
past week of May 8th. 
	 But why do parents put their child at 
risk? Their answers vary. Some think their 
child would benefit from contracting the illness 
while others do not trust the government agen-
cies and their close relationship with the big 
pharmaceutical companies. 
	 In an ultra-Orthodox Jewish community 
residing in Monsey, New York, the Singer fam-
ily is facing the repercussions from a group of 
people they’ve never met. There have been 41 
measles outbreaks in just New York, 11 of them 
being in their county of Rockland. At the age 
of 2 months, their daughter, Malky, is unable 
to get vaccinated for another four months. The 
Singers are doing whatever they can to keep 
Malky from public places out of fear. 
	 So, if they want to have a family outing to 
a park or to go to the mall, someone is forced to 
stay home and care for Malky. Malky’s father, 
Shimon Singer, explain to CNN, “We’ve had to 
change the way we live because of a small mi-
nority of people. It’s very inconvenient.” But, it

is just not a minor inconvenience, it is an emo-
tional burden as well. A parent always worries 
about the safety and health of their child and 
now that worry is at an all time high, especially 
with how horrible measles is. 
	 Typically, children receive their first 
dosage between 12 to 15 months old and the 
second dose between four and six. Now, it is 
recommended that children in areas with out-
breaks should receive the first dosage at six 
months. 
	 Parents and community members are on 
high alert with these recent outbreaks. They 
are reaping the consequences of the minori-
ty. One woman told CNN, “It’s one thing when 
someone makes a decision that only affects 
them. But when someone doesn’t vaccinate 
their children, it’s extremely selfish.” 
	 Although I understand where some of 
the anti-vaccinators are coming from, I could 
personally never not vaccinate my own future 
children. Mainly out of the fear of them con-
tracting a horrible illness. And in all honesty, 
I would much rather them have autism than 
suffer through something else. It is important 
to not only keep the safety of not only your own 
children, but everyone else around you.

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The Hawaiian-born Aqua-
man star, Jason Momoa, shaved off 
his infamous beard for one reason 
in mind: to bring awareness to a 
major issue, that plastic is killing 
our planet. “I’m shaving this beast 
off, it’s time to make a change,” 
wrote Momoa on his Instagram 
page. “A change for the better ... 
for my kids, your kids, the world. 
Let’s make a positive change 
for the health of our planet.”

According to greenmat-
ters.com, “humans buy about 
one million plastic bottles per 
minute, and of those bottles, 
more than 90 percent are nev-
er recycled.” These plastic bot-
tles end up in the landfill and 
ocean, which negatively affects 
the ecosystem and marine life. 
	 “Every square mile of 
ocean contains roughly 46,000 

pieces of floating plas-
tic,” remarks the Unit-
ed Nations Environmen-
tal Programme. “By 
2050, it’s predicted that 
there will be more plas-
tic in the ocean than 
fish.” Momoa is one 
of the first celebrities 
to fight this dilemma 
and promote water in 
aluminum cans, rath-
er than plastic bottles. 
	 “There’s only 
one thing that can real-
ly help our planet and save our 
planet, as long as we recycle, 
and that’s aluminum,” Momoa 
explains in a YouTube video. “75 
percent of all aluminum is still 
in circulation, and an aluminum 
can that gets recycled can be 
back in circulation in 60 days.” 
Aluminum can be reused and is 
easier to recycle, while plastic 
lives longer than humans and 
rarely gets recycled and reused. 
	 “Please, please, there’s a 
change coming. It’s alu-
minum. We gotta get 
rid of these plastic wa-
ter bottles. Aquaman is 
trying to do the best he 
can — for my kids, for 
your kids, for the world. 
Clean up the oceans, 
clean up the land. Love 
you guys,” Momoa in-
sists at the end of the 
YouTube video. Momoa 
developed his own line 
of aluminum cans for 
water with Ball Corp, 

the largest supplier of metal cans. 
	 I think that what Jason 
Momoa is doing is a step in the 
right direction for the safety of 
our planet. Plastic use is get-
ting out of control and is affect-
ing the world that we are lucky 
to call home. Water in alumi-
num will decrease the amount 
of plastic and will be beneficial 
for our generation and those to 
come. We need everyone to come 
together and solve this issue.

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 	 If you are an avid televi-
sion enthusiast, chances are you 
have heard of Dan Harmon and 
Justin Roiland’s baby, The Ad-
ventures of Rick and Morty. This 
television show is highly regard-
ed, by the fans, as a top tier level 
comedy with dark twists and an 
overarching plot that only the 
creators truly know what direc-
tion they plan to go in. 
	 The show takes place in 
Earth Dimension C-137, and fol-
lows Rick, the absent grandfather 
who decided to come back after 
20 years to reconnect with his 
family, and Morty, a 14-year-old 
boy with some lingering social 
and confidence issues. Rick takes 
Morty from his room constantly 
and brings him on crazy missions 
that Rick just thinks up on the 
spot, but little does Morty know, 
his grandfather is the most want-
ed man in the multiverse.

 	 On May 24th and 25th, 
the Manasquan Track Team 
made the two-hour journey 
down south to Delsea High 
School to compete in the Group 
II South Sectional Champion-
ship. Not affected by travel fa-
tigue or the blazing-hot weather, 
the warriors made an impres-
sive showing, with several ath-
letes qualifying for the Group 
II Championship the following 
weekend. 
	 The standout from the 
weekend is senior Colin Flood, 
who took first place in the 1600m 
and second place in the 3200m.
	 Other athletes that qual-
ified for states include senior
