If selected into the MHS Peer Leader program, students will be assigned to the peer leadership class for the whole year.  During the class we will learn the skills necessary to communicate effectively, be good listeners, decision makers and problem solvers, etc.  We will learn to be empathetic, tolerant and trustworthy. How can a student become a peer leader?

Interested students must complete the Peer Leader Application and submit it to Mrs. Santucci by the due date.  Candidates will be evaluated by faculty members and participate in a group interview with the current Peer Leaders.  (You will receive a date/time for the interview after all applications are collected.  Please be sure to check your school email.)  Candidates will either receive acceptance or denial letters when the selection process has been completed.  Students should remember that there are a limited number of available spots in the peer leadership class, therefore, unfortunately not everyone will be chosen.
