The International Baccalaureate curriculum includes courses of six different subject groups. A Diploma Program candidate needs to enroll in one from
each of the six groups, as well as the Theory of Knowledge course. The Theory of Knowledge is a two-year course offered only to Diploma Program
candidates. The only course that can be substituted is Group 6, Dance, and in its place, students may take Group 3, IB Psychology as their elective. You
can read more about the subjects in Manasquan High School’s course guide as well as https://www.ibo.org/programmes/diploma-
programme/curriculum/ .
